Numbers without denominators were a challenge, as were numbers only provided by %

Data is so unique to each player — not really aggregate but more that we each add a slice
to the picture. Leads us to more specific asks rather than a general template

Intersectionality is missing in our data — see languages

Basic starting points — for example communities being perhaps underserved — county
specific initiatives to address
